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A 69-year-old woman presented with a chief complaint of blurry vision and
photophobia of the right eye. Her ocular history included an open globe injury

which left her aniridic. She also had a visually significant cataract. Her best
corrected vision was 20/400.

Following cataract extraction, placement of the CUSTOMFLEX"® ARTIFICIALIRIS,
and a monofocal IOL, her best corrected vision is 20/20; and, she no longer suffers
from photophobia.
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
